Qualifications 
 
To qualify, the applicant must: 
 
1. be a student at the undergraduate level; 
 
2. have a Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) of at least 2.000; 
 
3. have residency of at least two (2) years at De La Salle University-Manila; 
 
4. be an officer / head of at least one (1) off-campus and/or on-campus community-based* project 

for at least two (2) years, as certified by the head of the sponsoring organization; and 
 
5. possess good moral character and must not have committed any major offense, as certified by 

the Director of Discipline. 
 
*The community-based projects should be sustainable and have created a major impact in the community.
